Wildlife Viewing-Wildlife watchers may see various songbirds,
quail, and waterfowl species year-round. Good binoculars are
important. The best time to view wildlife is at dawn or dusk.

Photographing-The best time to photograph wildlife is at dawn
or dusk. A telephoto lens may be important.

Hiking-Hiking is the best way to see wildlife year-round at the
Seven Rivers Wildlife Area or other wildlife management areas.

Bicycling-Not allowed.
Horseback Riding-Not allowed.

Camping-Not allowed at Seven Rivers Wildlife Area but allowed
at nearby Brantley Lake State Park.

Hunting-Small game and waterfowl hunting, limited draw deer
and draw pheasant hunts.

Fishing-Allowed year-round.

Closures-Activities allowed year-round only in designated areas.
See specific area restrictions posted at Seven Rivers Wildlife Area.

Facilities-Seven Rivers Wildlife Area does not have rest rooms,
camp sites, or drinking water.

Fees-Hunters and anglers must have appropriate licenses and
permits. Wildlife viewers, photographers, and hikers must have
a current GAIN Permit and a Habitat Management and Access
Validation.

Motorized Vehicles-Not allowed beyond the roadway or
parking area.
